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This form is the first step of the event process overseen by the Director of Addiction Services (the Director). Reporting events to the Director are not required by the Substance Addiction (Compulsory Assessment and Treatment) Act 2017 (SACAT), however, services are encouraged to report all events that come under one or more of the following categories:

1) Notifications of patient deaths 
2) The death of a patient by suspected suicide
3) Adverse events involving patients – potential SAC 1 and SAC 2 rated events. 
4) Adverse events likely to draw media attention.

Not all events will necessarily occur while a person is under SACAT. For example, a person who received a compulsory treatment order under SACAT and passed away after their discharge from SACAT. Directors of Area Addiction Services are asked to use their discretion as whether an event should be brought to the attention of the Director.

Depending on the nature of the event, the Director may also require the following documents:

	· Notification and details of any media coverage and your response.

	· Internal adverse event review report.

	· External adverse event review report.

	· Coroner’s report confirming cause of death.

	· Inquiry/investigation documents (e.g. Health and Disability Commissioner, Coroner, etc.)

	· Audit documents detailing the implementation of recommendations from the above reports.



Please note that other reportable event systems (such as the Health Quality and Safety Commission reporting) are not connected to the Office of the Director of Mental Health and Addiction Services and are run separately.


Narrative description of the event

Date of last contact with addiction services
This contact may be face to face or by telephone.


Cause and mode of death
The provisional cause and mode of death provided with this form must always be followed up with a definitive cause of death provided by a Coroner’s finding or medical certificate.
